Editing images in Photoshop 6.0 to create icons and banners
	Launch Photoshop


	Select Start > Programs > Adobe > Photoshop 6.0

	Open the image
	Select File > Open.  You’ll see a window headed Open.  Locate your image, click on it once to highlight it, and then click on the Open button.  (If you can’t see your image, make sure that Files of Type: is set to All Formats.)



	Cropping
	Select the Crop tool icon (square with diagonal slash across it).
On the bar above the image, enter the desired width and height (for example, 100 px).  Remember to enter px for pixels.

Click anywhere on image and drag out.  A square or rectangle will appear.  Drag this out until the square or rectangle fits approximately over portion of image you want. Then release. You can adjust cropping area by:

· Clicking on the boxes at the corners of the cropping area and dragging (this changes the size of the cropping area).  

· Clicking inside the cropping area and dragging (this moves the area, leaving its size unchanged).  

When you’re satisfied, press Return.  The image will be cropped to the selected size. 



	Brightness and contrast


	To correct brightness or contrast, first try Image > Adjust > Auto Levels 

This adjusts brightness and contrast automatically. If Auto Levels doesn’t give a good result, cancel it by selecting Edit >Undo.  

Next, try Image > Adjust > Brightness/Contrast.  Move the sliders in either direction. A maximum of 15% movement in any direction is suggested.  Again, if the result isn’t what you want, select Edit > Undo.  

A more sophisticated way of adjusting brightness and contrast is to go to Image > Adjust > Levels. Move the sliders under the top diagram so that the sliders are positioned under the black curving shape (which represents the tones in the image) as follows:

· The left-hand slider should be under the left-hand edge of the shape (even if this isn’t right at the edge of the box).

· The right-hand slider should be under the right-hand edge of the shape (even if this isn’t right at the edge of the box).

· The middle slider should be positioned so that there is an equivalent volume of the shape to the left and the right of it.  

If you’re happy with the result, click on OK.  If not, select Edit > Undo. 



	Removing general dust and scratch marks


	Try the effect of either of these:

· Filter > Noise > Despeckle  

· Filter > Noise > Dust & Scratches

If you don’t like the effect, select Edit > Undo.   (The Dust & Scratches filter will blur the image slightly, which you can correct by sharpening – see below.)



	Sharpening the image
	To make photos less fuzzy, select:

Filter > Sharpen > Unsharp Mask

Set the radius at 1.5 and the threshold at 0.  Try an amount of about 100%. If you don’t like the effect, select Edit > Undo.



	Blemishes


	Use the Rubber Stamp tool:

· Alt-Click to identify the part of the image you’ll duplicate from

· Click-and-drag to paint over the blemish

To alter the brush size that you ‘paint’ with when using the Rubber Stamp tool, select a new brush from the Brushes palette.  To see this palette, select Window > Show Brushes and click on the brush you want. 



	Whoops!  
	If you make a mistake at any point, remember to press Edit > Undo.  You can also select File > Revert to go back to the beginning.



	Save the cropped version of the image for the web
	When you’re happy with the cropped image, select File > Save for Web.  

Under Settings, on the right-hand side, select JPEG high from the drop-down list.

Click on OK.

It’s useful to give the cropped image a filename such as:

· ship_banner.jpg

· ship_icon.jpg

· ship_100x100.jpg 



	Close the original image without saving
	Your cropped version of the original image will still be on the screen.

When you close it, you will be asked if you want to save the changes. Say no – or you will overwrite the original uncropped image.
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
